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or oversight of more advanced mechanical systems and processes. 
 
This bachelor’s degree program is designed to provide students with the knowledge and skills needed to 
succeed as engineers in today’s industry. Students are required to co-op in industry starting with their 
second year, which often continues and leads to full-time employment. Together with the study of 
engineering principles, design is the cornerstone of the mechanical and manufacturing engineering 
technology degree program.
